Practices

· Attendance – the team is only as good as the dedication level of its players. Each player has a responsibility to her team mates to attend practice and really focus on their skills and performance.

· Structure


· Monday – warm-up/footskills, team drill, scrimmage
· Wednesday – warm-up/powerful practice, team drill, scrimmage

· If there is a threat of rain, I will check the website at 3:00 and send an email. You are also welcome to call my cell to confirm. I will also send a text message if that’s what you prefer, make sure I have your number.
· Rain – totally up to the parent, but we will practice in the rain. Thunder & lightning, of course, have their own policies, but unless it a torrential downpour, we practice in the rain.

· Safety – There will be 2 adults on the field at all times. Players should be sure to let the coaches know they see your parent for pickup; if they DON’T see their parent… they should stay with us. Call them on their cell phone to be sure they are waiting for you when you arrive.
· Weekly and End of Season Awards –There are many things players can do on and off the pitch to improve their game. We try to reward the behaviors that will improve your game, so there are some awards that we give weekly, and some that are end of season awards.
· Footskills Award – This is a weekly as well as an end of season award. We can’t stress enough how IMPORTANT footskills are. It is in every player’s best interest to get outside and practice their footskills at home as well as at practice.
· Powerful Practice Award –This is a weekly award as well as an end of season award. It is  based on a weekly measureable drill. 

· Most DANGER!ous Player Award – This is an end of season award. It is based on attendance (games and practices), participation in winter indoor soccer, upper level games, goalie training, footskills, extra scrimmages, any other specials we come up with.
Golden Boot

· Team Training – A Golden Boot trainer will come to our practice at least once per season to go through drills with us. We are able to pick the topic that we would like them to cover. We plan to take advantage of every chance we can get. These would be on Mondays.

· Six week program, Fridays 6-7pm for the older groups
